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World History is a sophomore level course that concentrates on the development of Western Society and its influence on current events beginning with the development of Greek and Roman civilizations and ending in the 1800’s.  Major themes include prehistory Greek and Roman Civilizations, Middle Ages, Renaissance and Reformation, Exploration and Colonization, Age of Enlightenment and Reason, the birth of a new nations, the development of the U.S. and Europe’s influence. Students are challenged to draw comparisons between ancient governments and the governing process in the U.S.  Emphasis is places on the social consequences of world history and political geography.
