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U.S. History is offered to all Juniors and is a comprehensive study of the history of the United States of America.  The course concentrates on some of the major themes that shaped the history of the U.S. including the Progressive Era, World War I, World War II, the Great Depression and the Vietnam conflict.  Students engage in civic discussions that involve the interpretation of various pieces of literature that have helped to form our nations.  Also, students express their opinions on matters of the state and its past interactions with other countries.  Students will reason how past actions of the government may be linked to current events and crisis.
